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Demolition of Mihako Theater & Blind Bombing, Filmed by a Bat

Installations at Iwaki Alios Little Theater on December 9, 10, 11 only

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This is an installation in which images of the demolition site of an old theater
(Mihako-za) shot in 2013 and the audience watching it now are superimposed
on the silver screen that was once used as the theater's screen. The viewer sees

the demise of the theater, a symbol of the bustle of a coal-mining town, and becomes a part of the work as a witness to the
scene.
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This 32-minute video essay describes the wake of the balloon bomb that left
the beaches of Japan and rode the prevailing winds across the Pacific Ocean to
the Americas. Using eyewitness testimony and U.S. military archives as clues, and with the help of fantasies such as "bats"
and the Japanese imaginary monster "Te-no-Me (Eyes on Hand)," the film presents a unique visual interpretation of the
relationship between humans and remote technology from a contemporary perspective, including satellite images and
nuclear reactor surveys.
